FIIs inflows into the Indian equity markets have touched US$ 17 billion during 2009.The market cap of Indian capital markets, by current estimates, is almost equal to its GDP which indicates robust growth and huge potential.

Both developed and developing economies witnessed a drastic slowdown and Indian was not an exception to this. Despite the cautious approach of Indian regulators and limited exposure to securitized assets, growth took a severe hit because of the liquidity crunch and decline in demand from overseas markets. India’s Capital Markets have experienced sweeping changes since the beginning of the last decade. After the astonishing performance in 2009 which has helped Indian stock markets emerge and bounce back  among the best performing markets globally with year-to-date returns of almost 80 percent.

Capital market reforms are aimed at broadening and protecting the investor base, and putting in place a sound regulatory and institutional framework to improve market infrastructure with best global practices. Though, lot has been made in this direction including investor protection measures by SEBI such as reduction in listing period of IPO’s and the extension of trading hours, among other issues, insider trading continues to be a prime concern for SEBI.
